Brief Report on Bathukamma

Bathukamma is a floral festival celebrated by the Hindu women of Telangana. Every year this
festival is celebrated as per Telugu version of Hindu calendar in the bhadrapada Amavasya, also
known as Mahalaya Amavasya, usually in September- October. It comes during the latter half of
monsoon, before the onset of winter. Itis a symbol of Telangana’s rich culture. The seasonal
flowers showcase the beauty of Telangana’s traditions. The most important of all the flowers
are ‘Gunugu povvulu” and ‘Thangedu povvulu’. It is celebrated by the women of Telangana, to
exhibit the magnificence of multiple flowers. The event was organized on 22" September in
Aurora’s degree college( RTC building block 6).
