The Pillars of the earth is a historical novel by Ken 

Follett published in 1989. This novel has 

originated from the United Kingdom and it's 

sequel is “World without End”. The book took 

three years to complete and even to this day, 

about 1,00,000 copies are sold every year in 

paperback in the US,  UK and Italy. It was on the 

German best seller list for six years.

Ken Follett is a British author of thrillers and 

historical novels and more than 160 million 

copies of his works have been sold worldwide. 

Many of his books have achieved highest 

ranking on the best sellers list. He previously 

worked as General-Assignment for the Evening 

News. He began writing fiction in the evenings 

as a hobby. In 1978, the Eye of the Needle was 

publ i shed and the novel  became an 

international bestseller selling over 10 million 

copies, making him both wealthy and 

internationally famous.

The Pillars of the Earth is a story set in the fictional 

town of Kingsbridge, England, in the middle of 

12th century a time that could be dated to 

somewhere between the sinking of White Ship 

and the murder of Thomas Becket. The main 

t h e m e  r e v o l v e s  a r o u n d  c a t h e d r a l s , 

development from Romanesque architecture 

to Gothic architecture and the prosperity of 

Kingsbridge town against the backdrop of 

historical events of the time. The novel's main 

characters are the builders and the 12th 

century monks.

The novel starts with the talks of execution. This 

might be one of the first 80s novel to begin on a 

tragic note. The prologue might be small but is 

equally powerful. It talks about how frequent 

executions occurred during those days and 

how people would flock to witness them. The 

prologue is about a man being executed for 

stealing and the way his wife curses the priest for 

executing an innocent man without his charges 

being proved as guilty. The main story begins 

here. The book is divided into six parts. Each part 

has its own significance. The first part of the 

novel is as tragic as the prologue. It revolves 

around Tom Builder, a worker who builds 

cathedrals. This part describes the complete 

background thereby giving us a clear picture of 

Tom and his life. The other characters in this part 

are his children Alfred and Martha, his wife 

Agnes, Ellen, an outcast who curses the priest in 

the prologue and her son Jack. This whole part 

deals with how Tom and his family struggle to 

find shelter and job during the harsh weather 

conditions and how they get ill-treated through 

out their journey. The last few pages of the first 

part are heart wrenching.  

The second part of the story begins with the 

description about priests and monks. The most 

familiar names in this part are Stephen, a monk 

and Phillip, a priest. The characters of Tom, his 

children, Ellen and her son, excluding Agnes 

continue but only for short period. This part of the 

novel describes the journey of Phillip, who is in 

search of people with a similar mindset so as to 

lead a rebel against the autocracies of the 

monastery. During his journey he meets Tom 

who helps securing his job back as a builder with 

his help.

In the next few parts of the novel, Philip, Jack 

and Alfred become the main characters of the 

story. Alfred is described as a hardworking boy 

but in the later parts is revealed to be the 

antagonist of the novel. Jack who is described 

as a weird person becomes the protagonist in 

the next parts. The later part of the novel is a 

whirlwind of politics and religious conflicts. But in 

the end, everything gets resolved.

The Pillars of the Earth is a combination of 

historical politics and religion with a shade of 

mystery. The novel shows how powerful religious 

people were, especially who lived in the 

monasteries. The novel also shows the tyranny 

faced by middle and lower class people in the 

hands of higher class people. According to the 

book Leading a normal life back in the twelfth 

century wasn't so easy.

Each chapter in this novel is nail-biting and 

unique in its own aspect. The reader has no idea 

about what and when the events actually 

happen. The book looks really thick and one 

might think how they'll be able to finish a book of 

800 plus pages in a single reading, but it is 

absolutely intriguing and keeps you hooked.  

From the beginning to the end it is not only 

fascinating and interesting but also creates an 

aura of utter thrill and curiosity. 'The pillars of the 

Earth' is worth a read.
